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WHEREAS, Rosa Parks became one of the first women to join the NAACP, and with her
husband, became active participants in the NAACP's efforts to improve the conditions for African
Americans in the segregated south through voter registration and civil rights advocacy; and

WHEREAS, on December 1, 1955, Rosa Parks was arrested and fined for violating a City
Ordinance in Montgomery, Alabama that required African Americans to surrender their bus seats to any
white person upon demand; and
