That the Chicago Board of Education: (i) find that the custodial parents of CPS pupils (I.D.# 50365580
and 1.D. # 50229426) were non-residents of the City of Chicago from the time they enrolled the pupils to
the present academic school year, for the time that the identified pupils attended CPS schools; (ii} hold
the pupil's custodial parents accountable as indebted to the Board for non-resident tuition for the pupils’
attendance in the Chicago Public Schools for the pupils’ respective time of enroliment, which occurred
during the 2014-2015 school years, in the total amount of $12,877.56 (1.D. # 50365580) and the 2010-
2011, 2011 2012 2012-2013, 2013 2014, and 2014—2015 school years, |n the total amount of $47,616.76

DESCRIPTION:

Sections 10-20.12a and 10-20.12b (105 ILCS 5/10-20.12a and 10-20.12b) of the lllinois School Code and
Board Rule 5-12 authorize and empower the Board to charge tuition, not exceeding 110% of the per
capita cost of maintaining its schools during the preceding school year, to pupils enrolled in the Chicago
Public Schools determined to be non-residents of the City of Ch|cago Further, section 10-20.12b
